Link with Pennsylvania State University: The AESEDA initiative
I was a member of a three member KNUST Team invited to participate in the 1st Inaugural Symposium of the New Alliance for Earth Sciences, Engineering and Development (AESEDA), held in Pennsylvania State University, USA 13-14 October, 2003.

AESEDA is a research, education, and outreach initiative of the College of Earth and Mineral Sciences of the Pennsylvania State University to provide partnership among Penn State University, some African Universities and some Colleges and Universities in the United States. My proposal to Penn State in 2004 led to the signing of an MOU by the VC, between KNUST and the College of Earth and Mineral Sciences of the Pennsylvania State University in 2005.

Ghanaian-German Collaboration on Lake Bosumtwi
The Ghanaian-German Collaboration between the Department of Physics, and three German Universities of Frankfurt, Munich and Kiel was initiated to enhance geophysical research on Lake Bosumtwi and its environs. The benefits derived so far from this collaboration include:

The Director of the Geological Survey Department and I in my capacity as the then Dean of Science, were the signatories on the Ghanaian side. Through my initiative, the SEG, granted $10,000 which was channeled through Prof. Fred Boadu of Duke University, U.S.A., to the Geophysics Section of the Physics Department, to provide geophysics journals and other educational materials to enhance  teaching and learning of Geophysics at both undergraduate and postgraduate levels, educate the younger generation (SSS students) on the benefits of exploration geophysics to society,  provide sponsorship to a geophysics lecturer in the Physics Department to participate and present a scientific paper at one AGM of the SEG in the U.S.A, and lastly to organize the formation of a Ghana Branch of SEG in June 2006.

Establishment of College of Science French Resource Center 


Through my initiative, a Multimedia facility, worth twenty-five thousand Euros (25,000 Euros) 
was donated by the French Government and commissioned jointly by the VC and the French 
Ambassador on 18th April, 2006. The center was initially located in the Chemistry Building. It 
was to facilitate and strengthen the teaching of the French language to both staff and students but 
in particular, to science students, to give them linguistic proficiency in French language.
